Squeeze out enough 

adhesive until you achieve a gray uniform color. Some material will need to be discarded to ensure proper mixing. Discard until 

uniform gray color is achieved. Adhesive is now thoroughly mixed and ready for application. 

Never attempt to re-use a static mixing tip. Reuse can result in material that is not properly mix and the final product may not 

fully cure. 

Approximately ½ inch from the spigot end of the conduit, apply enough adhesive to cover a 1-½ to 2 inch wide area around the 

end. A spatula may help in spreading the mixed adhesive for consistent coverage. The thickness of the adhesive should be no 

less than 1/32 inch. Immediately insert the conduit end into the properly prepared fitting or “bell” using a ½ to ¾ turn of the 

conduit. To properly seat a conduit section, hold a wooden block (2x4) against the “bell” end and tap the wooden block to seat 

the “bell” and spigot ends. (Do not use a metal hammer directly on the “bell” end.) Spread or remove excess adhesive around the 

outside of the fitting or “bell”. Do allow some adhesive to remain as a visual inspection that adhesive has been used for the joint. 

Do not twist or spin the conduit back and forth. Ensure that no adhesive has formed on the interior wall of the conduit. 
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An alternate method of mixing the adhesive is to direct the material into a mixing bowl or surface without the use of a mixing 

tip. Dispense just enough adhesive to complete the desired number of joints. Mix adhesive thoroughly with a spatula until you 

achieve a gray uniform color. (This method may use more adhesive due to waste.)

Approximately ½ inch from the spigot end of the conduit, apply enough adhesive to cover a 1-½ to 2 inch wide area around the 

end. A spatula may help in spreading the mixed adhesive for consistent coverage. The thickness of the adhesive should be no 

less than 1/32 inch. Immediately insert the conduit end into the properly prepared fitting or “bell” using a ½ to ¾ turn of the 

conduit. To properly seat a conduit section, hold a wooden block (2x4) against the “bell” end and tap the wooden block to seat 

the “bell” and spigot ends. (Do not use a metal hammer directly on the “bell” end.) Spread or remove excess adhesive around the 

outside of the fitting or “bell”. Do not twist or spin the conduit back and forth. Ensure that no adhesive has formed on the 

interior wall of the conduit. 

The pot life of the ADH610 All Weather Adhesive is between 2 and 4 minutes. The working time is 10 minutes. Cure is in 24 

hours. This product should be used when ambient temperature during cure is above -18ºF (-27ºC). 

Cold temperatures will slow down reaction time and increase viscosity.

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EXPANSION JOINT LAYOUT FOR 
FIBERGLASS CONDUIT

All conduit materials expand and contract longitudinally with changes in temperature. Temperature changes affect reinforced thermosetting resin 

conduit (RTRC) differently than materials such as PVC, steel and aluminum. The co-efficient of thermal expansion (1.5 x 10-5 in/in/°F from Table 

355.44 of NEC) for fiberglass conduit also known as RTRC is only slightly greater than steel and aluminum but nearly three times less than PVC.

Thermal expansion and contraction has a significant effect on long straight runs of conduit in above ground applications. Expansion joints are 

used to accommodate changes in length and accommodate system damaging stresses.

Expansion Fittings Required
Section 355.44 of the National Electrical Code® (NEC) requires that expansion joints be installed for RTRC conduit to compensate for thermal 

expansion and contraction where the length change is expected to be .6 mm (1/4 in.) or greater in a straight run between securely mounted 

items such as boxes, cabinets, elbows or other conduit terminations. For above ground attachment, the following rule of thumb applies:

•	 Intermediate hangers or straps shall allow the conduit to move longitudinally. Anchor point hangers or fixed point straps shall hold the 
conduit from longitudinal movement while bracing against resulting forces.

•	 Where the conduit run is 50 ft. or less and the estimated longitudinal movement is less than 1/4”, no expansion joint is required.

•	 Where the conduit run is between 50 ft. and 200 ft., one expansion joint is installed (any location in the run is acceptable). For these 
installations, only intermediate hangers or straps are required since the conduit end points or bridge abutment connection will act as a fixed 
point and allow for expansion to occur at the expansion joint. For attachment at enclosures, split stop rings may be required to keep resulting 
forces from transferring to the enclosure.

•	 When the conduit run is greater than 200 ft., install one expansion joint every 200 ft. maximum or as designed for the expansion joint. 
Mid-way between expansion joints an anchor point hanger is installed. This hanger may require bracing to the bridge deck. Split stop rings are 
glued to the conduit on each side of the anchor point hanger or fixed point straps to create a fixed point. This allows the expansion joints on 
each side of the anchor point hanger to accommodate expansion and contraction resulting forces. For attachment at enclosures, split stop rings 
may be required to keep resulting forces from transferring to the enclosure.

The excellent rigidity and flexural strength of United Fiberglass’ fiberglass conduit allows the conduit system designer to increase 

the support spans, reducing by half or more the number of hanger supports required, thereby significantly reducing material and 

labor costs. 

United Fiberglass has developed span deflection charts on the following pages to guide you through the design process. To 

determine optimum span, first select the chart that corresponds with the conduit size desired. Next select the weight, from the 

vertical axis, of the cable being installed.

Now follow the line corresponding to the 5/8” deflection curve until it intersects with the horizontal support span line. 5/8” 

mid-span deflection is the most commonly used.

Should the conduit be subject to additional stresses such as ice loading and high winds, the spans should be shortened. United 

Fiberglass has built several safety factors into these calculations to account for long term creep and conduit stress. 

Should the installation require spanning further than what is calculated in these charts, please contact United Fiberglass for 

assistance.
